LD 1911 - An Act To Automatically Seal Criminal History Record Information For Certain Crimes
Summary: This bill would create a statewide system to automatically seal certain criminal records after setting up waiting periods, including eligible non-convictions and older, qualifying convictions, without requiring court petitions.
Implications: This bill would automatically seal certain non-convictions and older, qualifying criminal records, which could improve access to jobs and housing for rehabilitated individuals and streamline the court process. However, it would also limit employers’ access to criminal history information, raise concerns about workplace safety, hiring transparency, and added administrative complexity for state agencies.
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
