This year, the St. Philip’s clergy recommenda-
tions for Advent devotionals are Advent for 
Everyone: Luke, by N.T. Wright, and God is in 
the Manger: Reflections on Advent and Christmas, 
by Dietrich Bonhoeffer. Both books are available 
on various online retail sites such as Amazon and 
Christianbook.com, and copies will be available 
in the church office beginning this week for $15.
