“And next to that one word was a small sack of gold coins
containing the exact amount necessary to balance the account. 
The debt was paid. The young man was free,” our rector explained.
“Well, I want you to understand something: If you are a Christian
today, I want you to understand that that is exactly what God 
has done for you in the person of Jesus Christ. On Good Friday, 
on the cross, Jesus Christ paid a debt he didn’t owe, because 
you and I owed a debt we couldn’t pay. And the glory of Easter
is that Easter is the seal upon Good Friday. Easter is the
assurance that that payment has been received and credited to 
your account and to mine. You see, it’s one thing for Jesus to say 
that he was going to die for the sins of the whole world, but if he 
had died and that was the end of it, we would have never known 
if he had really accomplished his goal. But Easter assures us that
he has. Easter assures us that the debt is paid in full, credited 
to your account and mine, we need only receive it by faith.”
