Spirit Grows Stronger, Franklin, continued from front page
Tracy received this rare brush with nature as a reminder of God’s faithful-
ness. Even during the darkest hours of her life, Tracy continued to trust 
in the everlasting love of her Heavenly Father and his Son, Jesus Christ.
“Early on in my illness,” she says, “I told the Lord, ‘Though you slay me, 
yet will I trust in you.’” (Job 13:15)
No one knows how long the tumor had been growing undetected. Before the 
cancer, Tracy was leading a full life. She held one of the top lay leadership 
positions at historic St. Philip’s Church in Charleston, S.C., a city where 
traditional values are nurtured and cherished. Friends looked up to her. [...]
“She was kind of a Wonder Woman,” [her daughter] Ryan, now 32, recalls. 
Tracy could handle everything from cleaning her house, fixing home-cooked 
meals, smocking toddler outfits, mending clothes, paying the bills, keep-
ing herself fit, [homeschooling] her children, taking care of a menagerie 
of pets, and caring for critically ill newborns as a nurse in a local hospital’s 
neonatal unit. She managed her well-organized household with love and 
worked part-time.
Tracy remembers with irony the day she worked what turned out to be her 
last shift. Toward the end, she made an off-hand comment to another nurse: 
“I’m not sick very often.”
And then ... the world tilted for Tracy and Steve. 
December 14, 2005, seemed like a happy day for the Graudins. Ryan re-
turned home for the holidays from her freshman year in college. Reunited 
again under one roof, the Graudins decorated their Christmas tree while 
listening to “The Hallelujah Chorus” from Handel’s Messiah.
Each child got to unpack a box of his or her own precious ornaments, pe-
rennial gifts from their paternal grandparents. Next came a patriotic set of 
commemorative White House ornaments, a gift which came every season 
from their maternal grandparents. 
While rediscovering and hanging their beloved decorations, the kids drank 
mugs of hot chocolate. Everyone knew that Dad, an artist at heart, had a 
vision for how he wanted the tree to look. The final touch was adding the 
red ribbons and tiny red apple ornaments. They weren’t allowed to clutter 
the branches with homemade blobs of spray-painted macaroni noodles, even 
if one of them had slapped it together as a craft project in Sunday School.
“Dad has very particular taste,” Ryan says.
At the end of that cheerful night, Tracy and Steve went to sleep in their 
familiar and cozy bed, feeling no hint of what was about to strike.  
“I remember going to bed and being wakened shortly after falling asleep 
by a gurgling sound,” Steve wrote in a family memoir. “I looked over at 
Tracy and her eyes were wide open, but she wouldn’t respond to my call ...”
Steve dailed 9-1-1. Although he didn’t know it, Tracy was suffering a grand 
mal seizure. 
Sensing distress, Ryan crept into her parents’ room. It looked as if a strange 
woman, ghosty pale and trembling, was lying where her mother usually 
slept.  “Her gasps fill the room, blank eyes staring at a blank ceiling,” Ryan 
wrote in the memoir. “... her body shudders in time with her breath….The 
man in the corner is clutching the phone, his fearful eyes hold the strength 
you lack. Go to the door, he tells you, the ambulance will be here soon.”
Within minutes, eerie red lights slashed through their front windows. Jacob, 
a 9th-grader, was also awake and tried to help. “It was my job to keep the 
dog calm and in Ryan’s room,” Jacob wrote, “although if I’m honest, it had 
just as much to do with keeping me calm.” continued on back page
