The Right Rev. C. FitzSimons Allison

In coordination with the Society 
of the Cincinnati, this Sunday’s 
10:30 service will follow the order 
of the 1662 Book of Common 
Prayer Morning Prayer service. 
The Rt. Rev. FitzSimons Allison 
will preach, and the Charleston 
Men’s Chorus will serve as our 
choir. Bishop Allison will also 
preach at the 8:15 service.
Bishop Allison lives in George-
town, SC, and he served as Bishop 

of South Carolina from 1982 to 1990. He has written a number 
of books, including The Cruelty of Heresy: An Affirmation of 
Christian Orthodoxy and Trust in an Age of Arrogance.
From charlestonmenschorus.org: The Charleston Men’s Chorus 
was founded in 1990 when Alfred Pinckney convinced some 
fellow Rotarians and their friends there was a place in the 
Lowcountry arts community for the distinctive harmonies of 
a male chorus. Now an independent nonprofit organization, it 
has grown steadily and has about 65 members.

Many 
volunteers––men, women, and youths––donate their time, tal-
ents, and treasures to this project. Proceeds from the Tea Room 
benefit St. Philip's foreign and home missions, St. Philip's choirs, 
and youth ministries.
