The U.S. World War One Centennial Commission was estab-
lished by Congress in 2013 to provide education programs, 
public outreach, and commemorative events regarding the
American involvement in the war. The Centennial Commission
was also authorized by Congress to create a new national-level 
memorial in the nation's capital, to honor the men and women 
who served. Information on the new National World War One
Memorial can be found at ww1cc.org/memorial.
The American Legion was founded by three World War One 
veterans in 1919, as a verteran support organization made up 
of former and current U.S. military members. Throughout its 
history, The Legion has been committed to mentoring youth and
sponsorship of wholesome programs in America’s communities,
advocating patriotism and honor, promoting strong national 
security, and support for servicemembers and veterans.
The Veterans of Foreign Wars was founded in 1899 to support 
all honorably-discharged servicemembers, from any military 
branch, who served the U.S. in wars, campaigns, expeditions, 
on foreign soil, or hostile waters. The VFW grew rapidly after 
World War One, with hundreds of thousands eligible veterans 
returning from the war. Today, it stands with the American Le-
gion as the two largest veteran service organizations in the world.
While it is a Congressional Commission, the U.S. World War 
One Centennial Commission operates largely through private 
donation. The founding sponsor for the Centennial Commis-
sion was the Pritzker Military Museum and Library, in Chicago.
The leading sponsor for the Centennial Commission is the Starr
Foundation, based in Washington DC. Other major supporters 
include the Diana Davis Spencer Foundation, the Bloomberg 
Foundation, and the General Motors Foundation.

Thanks to donations from St. Philippi-
ans and funding from our Home Mis-
sions Committee, five displaced families
from Bucksport, SC, have temporary 
housing secured for the next five weeks 
and warm coats as they continue to 
work to make their homes inhabitable.
St. Philippians also donated coats, 
sheet sets, diapers, and more, and when
Tricounty Family Ministries ended up 
with more baby formula than they 
could use or store, our Home Missions 
Committee suggested it be put to use in 

Bucksport and got Tricounty in touch with Joanna Ghegan, who 
is heading up St. Philip's Hurricane Florence relief efforts. Marnie 
Kerrison, a regular volunteer at Tricounty, delivered the supplies 
to Bucksport along with her husband, John, when they were on 
their way to Conway to help "mud out" homes this past weekend.
Karin and Bob O'Callaghan helped with cleanup this past week-
end and the weekend before, and Karin said that there was work 
for all ages and abilities–one day she mostly swept debris and 
another she used a small sledgehammer to take down a mold-
covered wall—always wearing full Tyvek coveralls and face mask.
"It was heartbreaking to see the damage and hear the stories," 
she said. "I don't know if there will be any more cleanup days, 
but it is worth the drive. Everyone was so grateful!"
In a Facebook post, Vernesa Pertell, a Conway resident helping 
to organize donations, thanked St. Philip's and certain St. Philip-
pians for their efforts, including the Rev. Andrew O'Dell, Joanna 
and Mark Ghegan, Becky Barber, Ben Hagood, and Connie 
Rink. She thanked the Kerrisons for their "special delivery" and 
Joanna Ghegan for making things happen "without a glitch."
