MAUNDY THURSDAY

The name comes from the Latin for “mandate” or “commandment.” In the
account of the Lord’s washing of the disciples’ feet, Jesus says, “A new mandate
(commandment) I give to you, that you love one another.” Four events are
commemorated on Maundy Thursday: the washing of the disciples’ feet by
Jesus, the institution of the Holy Eucharist at the Last Supper, the Lord’s
agony in the Garden of Gethsemane, and His betrayal by Judas Iscariot. At the
end of the service, the clergy strip the altar of all ornamentation just as Jesus
was stripped of His garments by the Roman soldiers, and the cross is draped

in black in preparation for the observance of Good Friday.

THE LESSON Exodus 12:1-14

""The Lorp said to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt, > “This month shall be for you the beginning of months. It shall be the
first month of the year for you.® Tell all the congregation of Israel that on the tenth day of this month every man shall take a lamb
according to their fathers” houses, a lamb for a household. * And if the household is too small for a lamb, then he and his nearest
neighbor shall take according to the number of persons; according to what each can eat you shall make your count for the lamb.
Your lamb shall be without blemish, a male a year old. You may take it from the sheep or from the goats, and you shall keep it
until the fourteenth day of this month, when the whole assembly of the congregation of Israel shall kill their lambs at twilight.

on your feet, and your staff in your hand. And you shall eat it in haste. It is the LorD’s Passover. '? For I will pass through the land
of Egypt that night, and I will strike all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man and beast; and on all the gods of Egypt I will
execute judgments: I am the Lorp. ¥ The blood shall be a sign for you, on the houses where you are. And when I see the blood, I
will pass over you, and no plague will befall you to destroy you, when I strike the land of Egypt. '* This day shall be for you a memo-
rial day, and you shall keep it as a feast to the Lorb; throughout your generations, as a statute forever, you shall keep it as a feast.”
