Choral Evensong for All Saints' Sunday
November 4, 2018, at 5:00 p.m.

Join us as we remember the saints who have gone before us, 
especially those who have died in the past year. A nursery is 
provided, and a reception will follow.
What is Choral Evensong? According to Westminster Abbey, 
"At Choral Evensong, most of the service is sung by the choir 
on our behalf. We participate through our presence and our 
listening, that the words and the music might become a prayer 
within us and lift us to contemplate God's beauty and glory.
"The service always includes one or more psalms. These ancient 
prayers, taken from the Old Testament, reflect the full range of 
human emotions and experiences; from the depths of anger, 
resentment, and abandonment to the heights of ecstatic joy 
and praise. They were used by Jesus, and have always been at 
the heart of the Church's daily prayer.
"The Magnificat and Nunc dimittis, taken from the early chap-
ters of St. Luke's gospel, reflect two responses to the Incarnation 
(God becoming fully human in Jesus Christ). Both speak of 
the fulfilment of God's promises, not just to 'Abraham and 
his seed', but also 'to be a light to lighten the Gentiles' (all na-
tions). With their themes of fulfilment and completion, these 
texts have been given central place for many centuries in the 
Church's prayers for the evening and at the end of the day."
