The ordinary of the mass employs texts that remain the same for every mass. In the Latin mass the Kyrie, Gloria,
Credo, Sanctus and Benedictus, and the Agnus dei are the five parts of the mass that remain the same every week.
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THE WORD OF GOD

The proper of the mass are the scriptural texts that change with the liturgical calendar. The collect, lessons, psalm,
Gospel and preface to the communion liturgy are propers. Our lessons come from a prescribed cycle of readings
called the lectionary. The lectionary consists of a three year cycle: Year. Each year we retell the story from Advent
through Pentecost.

THE COLLECT OF THE DAY

The collect is the prayer appointed for each Sunday that “collects” or captures the theme of the day or season of the
Church year. It summarizes the attributes of God as revealed in the scriptures for the day.

The Lord be with you.
And also with you.
Let us pray.

Almighty God, you have built your Church upon the foundation of the apostles and
prophets, Jesus Christ himself being the chief cornerstone: Grant us so to be joined
together in unity of spirit by their teaching, that we may be made a holy temple acceptable
to you; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit,
one God, for ever and ever. Amen.

THE CHILDREN’S SERMON

We invite your child to join onr Children’s Church program this morning! Children ages 3 through 5th grade are
invited to come up for the children’s sermon and then follow our Children’s Church Leader, to a classroom down the
hallway in onr education wing. After the exchange of the peace, children are ushered back to their seats.

THE FIRST READING Genesis 22:1-14

This reading is typically from the Old Testament (Hebrew Scriptures) which Jesus knew and from which he often
referred or guoted.

! After these things God tested Abraham. He said to him, “Abraham!” And he said, “Here 1
am.” 2 He said, “Take your son, your only son Isaac, whom you love, and go to the land of
Moriah and offer him there as a burnt offering on one of the mountains that I shall show
you.” 3So Abraham rose early in the morning, saddled his donkey, and took two of his
young men with him and his son Isaac; he cut the wood for the burnt offering and set out
and went to the place in the distance that God had shown him. 4On the third day Abraham
looked up and saw the place far away.



>Then Abraham said to his young men, “Stay here with the donkey; the boy and I will go
over there; we will worship, and then we will come back to you.” ¢ Abraham took the wood
of the burnt offering and laid it on his son Isaac, and he himself carried the fire and the
knife. And the two of them walked on together. 7Isaac said to his father Abraham,
“Father!” And he said, “Here I am, my son.” He said, “The fire and the wood are here, but
where is the lamb for a burnt offering?” 8 Abraham said, “God himself will provide the
lamb for a burnt offering, my son.” And the two of them walked on together.

9When they came to the place that God had shown him, Abraham built an altar there and
laid the wood in order. He bound his son Isaac and laid him on the altar on top of the
wood. 1©Then Abraham reached out his hand and took the knife to kill his son. ! But the
angel of the LORD called to him from heaven and said, “Abraham, Abraham!” And he said,
“Here I am.” 12 He said, “Do not lay your hand on the boy or do anything to him, for now I
know that you fear God, since you have not withheld your son, your only son, from
me.” 13 And Abraham looked up and saw a ram, caught in a thicket by its horns. Abraham
went and took the ram and offered it up as a burnt offering instead of his son. *So
Abraham called that place “The LORD will provide,” as it is said to this day, “On the mount
of the LORD it shall be provided.”

PSALM 13 Sung by the choir Usquequo, domine?

The psalms are sung prayers that cover every mood of humanity’s relationship with God and one another. The
psalm is a response to hearing the Old Testament lesson and usnally it relates to the themes heard in the lesson.

THE EPISTLE Romans 6:12-23

This reading from the New Testament is typically from a letter (epistle) from Paul to the early Church, the Acts of
the Apostles, or the Revelation to John.

12 Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal bodies, so that you obey their desires. >No
longer present your members to sin as instruments of unrighteousness, but present
yourselves to God as those who have been brought from death to life, and present your
members to God as instruments of righteousness. # For sin will have no dominion over
you, since you are not under law but under grace.

15What then? Should we sin because we are not under law but under grace? By no
means! 10 Do you not know that, if you present yourselves to anyone as obedient slaves, you
are slaves of the one whom you obey, either of sin, which leads to death, or of obedience,
which leads to righteousness? 17 But thanks be to God that you who were slaves of sin have
become obedient from the heart to the form of teaching to which you were entrusted '8 and
that you, having been set free from sin, have become enslaved to righteousness. 1 am
speaking in human terms because of your limitations. For just as you once presented your
members as slaves to impurity and lawlessness, leading to even more lawlessness, so now
present your members as slaves to righteousness, leading to sanctification.

20When you were slaves of sin, you were free in regard to righteousness. 2! So what fruit did
you then gain from the things of which you now are ashamed? The end of those things is
death. 22 But now that you have been freed from sin and enslaved to God, the fruit you have
leads to sanctification, and the end is eternal life. 2> For the wages of sin is death, but the
free gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.

THE HOLY GOSPEL Matthew 10:40-42

This reading is taken from one of the four Gospels, Matthew, Mark, Luke and John, which depict the life,
teachings, death, resurrection, and ascension of our Lord Jesus Christ. The Gospel is the summit of the Liturgy of
the Word and means “g00d news” and specifically the good news of Jesus. We stand for the Gospel reading to show
respect for the particular importance of Jesus’ words and actions.

THE SERMON The Rev. Chuck Woehler
The sermon directly follows the Gospel because it illuminates the scriptural readings and relates them to daily life.

THE NICENE CREED BCP 358

The word “creed” comes from the Latin word “credo” which means I believe. First formulated at the Council of
Nicaea in 325 AD and confirmed in 381 AD, the Nicene Creed is said at the Holy Eucharist and reflects the
Christian belief in the Holy Trinity and the relationship between the Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

‘x ] e believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of
all that is, seen and unseen.

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally begotten of the
Father, God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not
made, of one Being with the Father. Through him all things were made. For us and
for our salvation he came down from heaven: by the power of the Holy Spirit he
became incarnate from the Virgin Mary, and was made man. For our sake he was
crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried. On the third day
he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is
seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come again in glory to judge the
living and the dead, and his kingdom will have no end. We believe in the Holy
Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father and the Son. With
the Father and the Son he is worshiped and glorified. He has spoken through the
Prophets.

We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. We acknowledge one
baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look for the resurrection of the dead, and
the life of the world to come. Amen.
