The Bibles in our pews are the New Revised Standard Version (NRSV), originally produced in 

1989 as an update to the 1952 Revised Standard Version (RSV). The 

pastors and readers are now using the New Revised Standard Version 

Updated Edition (NRSVue) in worship. Published in 2021, the NRSVue  

incorporates new manuscript discoveries, particularly for the Hebrew Bible, 

and the latest insights from biblical scholarship. It features clearer, more 

inclusive language and greater cultural sensitivity compared to prior 

versions, with over 12,000 substantive revisions to the original NRSV.  You can learn more 

about the NRSVue with this QR code.

Our congregation celebrates 
partnerships in Christ with the Sigona Presbyterian Church in Kikuyu, Kenya; and the 
Kilambe communities in Jinotega, Nicaragua; and Blythe Elementary School in Huntersville, 
NC. Together we seek to grow in witnessing to Christ in a complex world and to learn more 
about how to respond as disciples to the great needs of the world. Our sanctuary stands on 
lands once occupied by the indigenous communities of the Catawba people and our first 
worship space was built with bricks made by enslaved people. We remember them to God as 
we honor and recognize them in worship. 

Childcare and Sunday School for Children 

Children are always welcome in worship. Children’s worship bags and bulletins are available at 
the entrances. Childcare for infants through kindergarten is available in room 14 weekly from 
8:30 am – Noon. A comfort room is available in Room 13 for nursing, napping babies, with a 
live stream of worship. 

Children (ages 0 through 5th grade) are invited to attend Sunday School after the Time with 
Children. We request that parents check in for classes at a kiosk and receive name tags. This 
may be done prior to worship at an entrance to the sanctuary or on the upper or lower levels. 
Parents, please escort children to classrooms. Maps are provided in the stairwells. Children 
should not be unattended in the building, per our Child Protection Policy. Sunday School 
finishes at 10:45, so enjoy some extra time for you after worship.
