Book Club Questions 

YOUR PLANTATION PROM IS NOT OKAY

1. At the beginning of the story, Harriet struggles with an aspect of herself that she calls “the rage monster.” Where does this monster come from, and how does she channel it over the course of the book? 
2. What do you make of plantation weddings and celebrations? Did Harriet change any of your thoughts about them—or bring the issue to your attention? Did they bother you before?
3. What does the novel have to say about monuments, and their potential to help us, heal us, or harm us? 
4. “The Impossible Dream,” from Man of La Mancha, is mentioned several times. What did that song mean to Harriet and her mother?
5. What does the book have to say about grief—both historical and personal?
6. Who’s your favorite supporting character? 
7. How do you feel about Harriet’s relationship with Layla? Was Harriet right to forgive her? What might their relationship be like in the future?
8. What does Dawn Yates teach Harriet about managing her passion and anger?
9. What did you make of social media’s role in this novel? Can social media be a revolutionary space—or does it have too many limitations?
