TUITION PAYMENTS 
All payments will go through SMART Tuition for the 2021-22 school year.  The school administration reserves the 
right to terminate enrollment if payment of tuition and fees become delinquent and satisfactory arrangements 
have not been reached.
 
AGE REQUIREMENTS FOR PRESCHOOLERS 
Child must be 3-years old on or before Sept. 1st to be eligible for the 3-year-old program or 4-years old for the 
4-year-old program.

We will try in every possible way to place your child in the class you have selected.  However, there are 
occasions when, due to extenuating circumstances, we will not be able to do so.     

Children must be five years old before Sept. 1 to be eligible for Kindergarten.  Students who turn five between 
Sept. 2 and Sept. 30 can be eligible for Kindergarten enrollment after a school screening and approval by 
administration.

Classes are subject to cancellation if enrollment numbers are not there to support a class. Placement in class is 
not guaranteed until application for admissions has been submitted and approved, registration fee is paid and 
tuition agreement is signed.
