They also knew John's Gospel and John's Christmas story. Now there are no angels in John's
Christmas story. There are no wise men coming from afar. There's no baby lying in a manger. There's
no angel choir singing Gloria in excelsis Deo in the highest of the heavens. There are no shepherds
tending their flocks by night. Matthew and Luke tell those stories. In John, it is the poetry of new
possibility, born of the reality of God when God breaks into the world.

It's not an accident that long ago, followers of Jesus began to commemorate his birth, his coming
into the world. When the world seemed darkest. When hope seemed to be dashed on the altar of
reality. It is not an accident that we too, commemorate his coming, when things do not always look
right in this world.

But there is a God. And there is Jesus. And even in the darkest night. That light once shined and will
shine still. His way of love is the way of life. It is the light of the world. And the light of that love
shines in the darkness, and the darkness has not, cannot, and will not overcome it.

God love you. God bless you and may you have a Merry Christmas, and may this world be blessed.
