Headline: Bach and the Beatles to be heard in Healdsburg

Dr. Brad Schultz will provide a new twist to St. Paul’s Episcopal Church’s pipe-organ concerts when he plays in Healdsburg at 5 p.m. Sunday, Jan. 19, 2025.
Although Dr. Schultz specializes in the early-17th-century compositions of Amsterdam composer Jan Pieterszoon Sweelinck, the Jan. 19 program will run the gamut of musical tastes, including patriotic tunes, Bach and music of the Beatles.

At press time he was slated to perform J.S. Bach’s Toccata and Fugue in F, BWV 540; Marianne Kim’s “America the Beautiful”; Four Spiritual Settings by Adolphus Hailstork; Two Echo Fantasies by Sweelinck and Samuel Scheidt, and a set of baroque-inspired Beatles arrangements by Paul Ayres.
A native of Minnesota, Schultz presently serves as the Minister of Music at St. Stephen’s Church in Belvedere. His musical background includes vocal and instrumental performance and conducting, church and community music making, university teaching and public musicology. He joined the staff at St. Stephen's in July 2023. Locals may recognize him as an associate faculty member in the music department at Santa Rosa Junior College. 
He holds a Ph.D in Musicology from the University of Oregon, where his dissertation focused on the keyboard works of Jan Pieterszoon Sweelinck, a composer active in Amsterdam in the early seventeenth century. 

At St. Stephen's he directs the Sanctuary Choir, leads worship from the Frobenius Pipe Organ, and organizes the church’s own concert series. He is also the Artistic Director of the 90-voice Contra Costa Chorale, a community-based ensemble in the East Bay. He lectures on music topics at the Belvedere-Tiburon Public Library.
Brad also teaches online music courses for the University of Oregon and previously served on the faculty of Luther College in Decorah, Iowa. He performs regularly as an organist, collaborative keyboardist and continuo player, and conductor, and enjoys making music with other musicians in the Bay Area. He received a Master's of Sacred Music degree in organ performance from Emory University and Candler School of Theology in Atlanta, Ga., and a bachelor's degree in tuba performance from Luther College. He is a resident of Tiburon. 

The performance is presented as a gift to the public; there is no admission fee. The church is located at the corner of East and Matheson streets, one block east of Healdsburg’s downtown Plaza.
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
