A spray order is not a contract.  Growers need to communicate any foreseen hardships, and unusual features to eliminate the problem of unsprayable fields.
Grower Responsibilities
1.  Follow All Label Directions -The product label is your best source of information on proper handling and application. Be aware of label requirements concerning buffers, areas of sensitivity, or drift. Labels are available online at http://www.cdms.net/Label-Database

2. Call Us - If a problem or concern arises, Notify Federated Location Manager immediately and no later than 10 days after application.  If not notified within the 10 day window, grower waives the right to file a claim.    __________Customer Initials

3.  Scout Fields on A Timely Basis - Scout fields during the first 10 days after spraying. Rotary hoe or shallow incorporate as needed before weeds exceed 1/2" height.  Cultivation is often beneficial to activate herbicide when insufficient rainfall occurs (Always follow label directions concerning post application cultivation).

4. Identify Sensitive Features around Field of Application- Help to eliminate problems at the time of application by communicating with surrounding neighbors. Document areas of sensitive features and provide maps to Federated prior to the application. Examples: gardens, vineyards, orchards, high value crops, bee hives, and organic producer.

6. Herbicide Resistance - Learn and implement practices to prevent herbicide resistance. 7. Make sure the correct fields are being sprayed.  Federated Co-ops Inc cannot custom apply Crop Protection Products, until the Product Service Policy is signed by the Grower.
