Dear Parents/Guardians, 
As we prepare for the 7th grade overnight field trip to Eagle Bluff, it’s important to ensure that all medical needs are addressed. If your child requires medications or has any specific health concerns, please review the following: 
· Medication Requirements: 
All medications should be sent in their original prescription bottle with clear labeling, including your child’s name, medication name, dosage, and administration schedule. A doctor’s order is required for prescription medications, but we also accept a copy of your child’s medication list from the healthcare provider. 
· Self-Carried Medications: 
Students who carry their own medications (such as inhalers) should bring them along. Please inform us of where the medication will be kept (e.g., overnight bag, backpack) to ensure accessibility when needed. 
· Medication Delivery: 
Please send only the amount of medication needed for the trip and drop it off at the health office by 4/18/2025. Avoid sending unnecessary medications like multivitamins, as the trip is only 48 hours long. 
· Health Concerns or Special Accommodations: 
If your child has any specific health needs or requires special accommodation, please reach out to me as soon as possible to ensure we have the appropriate support in place.
