Attend	meetings	
of	the	Board	of	Commissioners,	the	Health	Department,	and	other	departments	that	are	
of	interest	to	you.	 

4. Attend	Thursday	Think	Tank	meetings.	Get	involved	in	the	Moore	County	GOP	by		
gathering	with	other	interested	Republicans	for	a	weekly	review	of	issues	and	events.	
GOP	headquarters,	11:00	a.m.	every	Thursday	except	the	third	Thursday	of	the	month.
