2. d) The Catholic community welcomes all people all around the world, making room for the
many cultures, races, ethnicities, and local customs of faith.

3. d) Through being born again of water and the Spirit in Baptism, we are freed from sin,
become members of the Body of Christ, and are made sharers in the Church’s mission (see
