Second Grade: Will need proof of dental exam on or before the May 15, 2020 deadline.

Sixth Grade: MANDATORY physical* with up-to-date immunizations including T-dap booster & MCV (new re-

quirement) and proof of dental exam.

Sports Physicals: 5th, 6th ,7th and 8th graders will need an annual sports physical to participate in any sport.

Medication: No medication will be accepted at the start of the school year without a Gavin District authorization form
completed by the physician and parent or guardian. This includes over the counter medicine.
