Interns rotate 
through all aspects of the restaurant, while focusing on the development of social and life skills with a comprehensive case 

management team. We work to establish a baseline of stability in their young lives, providing an ecosystem of support around our 
interns. Serving fresh, locally sourced, sophisticated American cuisine; every meal is prepared and served by our award-winning 

team of chefs and the young men and women involved in our program. 

Nearly 1000 interns have entered Café Momentum’s doors, decreasing their recidivism rate to 15% (compared to the state 
average of 48%). By dining with and donating to Café Momentum, we provide hope, confidence, and motivation – encouraging 

our interns to achieve their full potential.

• 156 interns served in 2019 
• 66% of 2019 orientation participants progressed to Intern status 
• 74% of those new Interns completed orientation and progressed to payroll 
• 68% maintained employment for at least 30 days 
• 54% of cohorts 1, 2, and 3 maintained employment for at least 90 days, including completing financial literacy training 

and 43% of cohorts 1 and 2 maintained employment for at least six months. 
• Our recently completed Community Services Center increases Café Momentum’s impactful hours with interns, while 

offering youth a safe place to study and recharge as they work toward their goals. Additionally, the CSC allows for more 
engagement with volunteers and partner organizations to provide academic tutoring, mentoring and life skills 
workshops. 

• We started the CM homeschool program in fall 2019 and have graduated 11 interns
