


The pace of resettlement of refugee families through Church World Service is increas-

ing. Several families who are already here, as well as others who are shortly to arrive, 

have not been fortunate enough to receive welcoming teams and are living among us 

without any volunteer assistance. A more specific list follows:  

  

• A middle aged couple from Congo in Harrisburg  

• A young man from Congo in Steelton  

• A family of seven from Congo in Harrisburg  

• An Afghan family of four in New Cumberland  

• An Afghan family of four (shortly to be five) in Carlisle  

• A single Afghan girl in Harrisburg  

• A couple of Afghan gents living together in Harrisburg 

 

All of the above folks have varying needs and no welcoming teams. They are in need of 

neighbors who will befriend them. They are already housed in furnished residences, 

and, in some cases, employed. The primary need is for a small group of caring persons 

who will provide intentional friendships and who will visit on a regular basis. As with 

any friendship, neighbors who visit will become aware of needs specific to the family or 

individual family members. Many of these needs will relate to issues of cultural adjust-

ment. The visiting teams would offer a resource to assist the family as they become 

aware of these specific needs.
