The primary vessel used for the tours is The Mistress, a breathtaking 42’ Hallberg-

Rassy vessel, known for its sturdy and superb craftsmanship and seaworthiness.  

There is a great deal of flexibility in terms of the tours you can book: the boat 

accommodates from 2-6 people, and trips can range from a two-hour duration to 

an all-day experience.  For parties up to 12, a second sailboat can be arranged. 

The level of hospitality and graciousness of Captains / hosts Bob and AbbyLynn is 

unmatched.  They are more than happy to share information about the area or 

discuss the basics and nuances of sailing with their guests.  Or if you prefer, there 

is plenty of room on the boat to just chill out and relax in the sun and the wind and 

marvel at how beautiful our area is from the vantage point of the nearby ocean.
