PN The Advent 

The symbolism of the Advent Wreath is rich.

It is a circle, reminding us that God and God's
love have no beginning and no end. We are always surrounded by
God's presence.

Evergreens symbolize the hope that people who love God will live
forever with God.

The five candles are a sign of the power of Christ, the Light of the
world.
Four royal blue candles represent four weeks of Advent. One of
these candles is lit each week as a symbol of HOPE, PEACE, JOY
and LOVE.
Penitential purple is now reserved for Lent, and royal blue,
symbolizing hope, is commonly used in Advent. The white candle
is in the centre is the 
CHRIST CANDLE, and is lit on his birthday.

These five candles lead our way through Advent to Christmas and
show us the way Jesus has changed the darkness of hatred and
evil into light of joy and love.

Light two candles.

Light three candles including the rose-coloured candle..

Things to do:
God's Good News brings joy to all people.

Today's reading: Luke 1: 26-38
Response: "Thanks be to God."
Four blue candles are lit. 

The Candle of Love

Come in this Advent season and give us love in our hearts for all
people.

Things to do:
Think about someone special or people in need with each
decoration you hang on the tree. Ask Jesus to bless them.
Set up nativity figures at home. Arrange and rearrange them. Start
the magi off on their journey from the other side of your home
Visit someone who is lonely or sick.

Today's reading: Luke 2: 8-20
Response: "Thanks be to God.
Light the white Christ candle
and all the other candles .
