Sterling Public Library’s Summer Reading Program weekly programs begin the week of June 7th.  We hope you can join us as we have lots of fun things planned for the summer.
Each Monday we have Stories and More at the Park.  We will meet at Propst Park at 10:30 am for a program for kids of all ages.  On June 7th our program is Find Your Puzzle Piece.  We will read Tim Tebow’s book “Bronco & Friends: A Party to Remember”.  We have a fun activity planned for the book.  Denise will also talk about some of the great new books we have at the library.

On Monday, June 14th will be Science Tails.  We will explore books that show how important tails are.  Denise has great activities planned around the theme.

Story Time will be on Tuesdays.  Baby Time for children ages 0 to 24 months will be at 9:30 am and ABC Storytime for ages 2 to 5 years will be at 10:30 am.  The kids will enjoy books, fingerplays, crafts and other activities.

On Tuesdays at 2:00 pm is Tween Time.  This program is for kids ages 9 to 12 years old.  Our program on June 8th is Lego Creations.  Kids will build and create their own Lego project.  The projects will then be displayed in the library.

On June 15th the program is Andy Warhol Art.  This will be a hands-on activity to experience pop art.

On June 10th at 5:15 we will show a movie at the library for Teens only.  Snacks and a drink will be provided.  You may call the library for the title of the movie.  Titles will be available 1 week before showing.  

On Monday June 7th is Manga Monday with Anime After at 2:00 pm.  This book club is for teens.  They can read any manga book that they want.  Then bring the book for a group discussion.  Teens can stay after the discussion for a few episodes of anime.

On June 16th the library is providing Mae Your Own Pollinator Paper for adults.  Participants will give recycled paper a new life as you use it to send a note or sow seeds.  You will also learn about pollinator gardens in correlation to our Bee Our Guest program in July.
The programs are just one part of the Summer Reading Program.  The other part is signing up and reading.  When you log the time you read you are eligible to win prizes. Then have fun exploring through books.
