 You may receive your new card at a
different time than others

 Your Medicare benefits will stay the same
 

When your new Medicare card 
arrives in the mail:

 
Start using your new card right away

 Safely and securely destroy your old
Medicare card

 If you have a Medicare Advantage plan,
continue to use your plan's card

 

Every person on Medicare will
be mailed a new Medicare card.
