Mercedes was from Menominee Reservation 
and lived in Neopit Wisconsin. She was 
murdered in Milwaukee Wisconsin on 

August 26, 2021.  She was 19 years old-  
Renzo Rascon-Gamboa aka Liss Colla Fierro 
was charged in her murder. Milwaukee PD is 

still looking for him. 
 

Dean Ford was missing, then found 
deceased-human skeletal remains located 
on the Menominee Indian Reservation (WI) 
on October 30, 2023 have been positively 

identified as Dean A. Ford (DOB 04/25/1992). 
 

Dean was a descendant of the Menominee 
Indian Tribe of Wisconsin and was last seen 
during July of 2018.  It is believed that Dean 

resided on the Menominee Indian 
Reservation or in the city of Shawano at the 

time of his disappearance.  Dean had 
associates in the city of Shawano and on the 
Menominee Indian Reservation. This matter 
is being investigated as a homicide by the 

Menominee Tribal Police Department and the 
Federal Bureau of Investigations (FBI).
