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In July 2023, the Hamilton CMA saw a 0.3% increase in
the unemployment rate to 5.3%, along with a 0.3%
increase to the participation rate to 64.1%. Overall,

Hamilton's labour force grew by 3,500 persons to
438,500.
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HAMILTON'S YOUTH

In July 2023, Hamilton saw a jump in the number of youth entering the labour
force. With a total labour force of 74,100. The youth participation rate
increased drastically in July, increasing from 69.3% to 72.9%. As more youth
are looking for work, the unemployment rate has similarly increased from
12.8% to 14.6%. Likewise, the youth employment rate increased from 60.4% to

62.2%.
