
Homecoming Spirit Week Guidelines

ELEMENTARY
Allowed:

● Hats
● Jeans (without holes that show skin)
● Shorts (boys and girls) and skirts/dresses (girls) must be an appropriate school length per the Family Handbook.
● Leggings cannot be worn alone—they must be covered by required-length shorts or skirts.
● Temporary hair color, see the guidelines below**

Not Allowed:
● Pajama bottoms
● Flip-flops
● Items/clothing that distract from the learning environment

Notes:
● If any clothing is deemed immodest by the administration, parents will be called to bring appropriate school attire.
● Elementary and middle school students will still have recess and PE, so dress accordingly. Students will not be

given the opportunity to switch shoes out for recess or PE.
● Shorts and skirts/dresses must be an appropriate school length (no higher than 2" above the knee)

MIDDLE SCHOOL & HIGH SCHOOL
Allowed:

● Hats
● Crocs, sandals and flip-flops
● Jeans (without holes that show skin)
● Track pants and sweatpants
● Temporary hair color, see the guidelines below**

Not Allowed:
● Pajama bottoms
● Please dress modestly - no tight/form-fitting tops or bottoms
● Low-necked or sheer tops (undergarments must not show through)
● Yoga pants or leggings

Notes:
● Tops must be long enough to meet bottoms completely, even when hands are raised.
● Shorts, skirts/dresses must be an appropriate school length (no shorter than 2"(for MS) and 3”(for HS) above the

knee).
● Clothing may not contain slogans or advertise inappropriate brands, etc.
● No items/clothing that distract from the learning environment (as determined by your teachers).
● If any clothing is deemed inappropriate by the administration, parents will be called to bring appropriate clothing.

Uniform clothing will be provided if available to MS students from the lost and found.

**Temporary Hair Coloring Policy:
If students wish to color their hair, it must be completely washed out by the start of school on Monday, October 7th.
