Each classroom represents a different country and students will compete to read the most minutes at home; therefore earning medals. Students will log their minutes and they will be tallied up each week.  
	During the month, there will be weekly reading activities that the whole school will participate in:
Week 1 (Feb. 28th-March 4th):  Opening ceremony Tuesday, March 1st.  Classrooms will be assigned countries, given medal count posters, reading logs and asked to decorate their classroom door.
Week 2 (March 7th-11th):  Class buddies read together.
Week 3 (March 14th-18th) Teachers swap classrooms with their buddy classroom and read their favorite book to that class.
Week 4 (Thursday, March 24th):  The school will participate in a reading marathon (pajamas, pillows, etc.)
