ILuke 1: 68-79

John 15:1-11



Jesus said, "l am the true vine, and my Father is the vinegrower. He removes every branch in
me that bears no fruit. Every branch that bears fruit he prunes to make it bear more fruit. You
have already been cleansed by the word that | have spoken to you. Abide in me as | abide in
you. Just as the branch cannot bear fruit by itself unless it abides in the vine, neither can you
unless you abide in me. | am the vine, you are the branches. Those who abide in me and | in
them bear much fruit, because apart from me you can do nothing. Whoever does not abide in
me is thrown away like a branch and withers; such branches are gathered, thrown into the
fire, and burned. If you abide in me, and my words abide in you, ask for whatever you wish,
and it will be done for you. My Father is glorified by this, that you bear much fruit and become
my disciples. As the Father has loved me, so | have loved you; abide in my love. If you keep my
commandments, you will abide in my love, just as | have kept my Father's commandments and
abide in his love. | have said these things to you so that my joy may be in you, and that your
joy may be complete."

Reflection

Martin Luther was born November 10, 1483. His intellectual abilities were evident early, and
his father planned a career for him in law. Luther’s real interest lay elsewhere, however, and in
1505 he entered the local Augustinian monastery. He was ordained a priest April 3, 1507.

In October 1512 Luther received his doctorate in theology, and shortly afterward he was
installed as a professor of biblical studies at the University of Wittenberg. His lectures on the
Bible were popular, and within a few years he made the university a center for biblical
humanism. As a result of his theological and biblical studies he called into question the
practice of selling indulgences. On the eve of All Saints’ Day, October 31, 1517, he posted on
the door of the castle church in Wittenberg the notice of an academic debate on indulgences,
listing 95 theses for discussion. As the effects of the theses became evident, the Pope called
upon the Augustinian order to discipline their member. After a series of meetings, political
maneuvers, and attempts at reconciliation, Luther, at a meeting with the papal legate in 1518,
refused to recant.

Luther was excommunicated on January 3, 1521. The Emperor Charles V summoned him to
the meeting of the Imperial Diet at Worms. There Luther resisted all efforts to make him
recant, insisting that he had to be proved in error on the basis of Scripture. The Diet passed an
edict calling for the arrest of Luther. Luther’s own prince, the Elector Frederick of Saxony,
however, had him spirited away and placed for safekeeping in his castle, the Wartburg.

Here Luther translated the New Testament into German and began the translation of the Old
Testament. He then turned his attention to the organization of worship and education. He
introduced congregational singing of hymns, composing many himself, and issued model
orders of services. He published his large and small catechisms for instruction in the faith.
During the years from 1522 to his death, Luther wrote a prodigious quantity of books, letters,
sermons and tracts. Luther died on February 18, 1546.

Bible Study
Gospel: Matthew 17: 1-9

Six days later, Jesus took with him Peter and James and his brother John and led them up a
high mountain, by themselves. And he was transfigured before them, and his face shone
like the sun, and his clothes became dazzling white. Suddenly there appeared to them
Moses and Elijah, talking with him. Then Peter said to Jesus, “Lord, it is good for us to be
here; if you wish, | will make three dwellings here, one for you, one for Moses, and one for
Elijah.” While he was still speaking, suddenly a bright cloud overshadowed them, and from
the cloud a voice said, “This is my Son, the Beloved; with him | am well pleased; listen to
him!” When the disciples heard this, they fell to the ground and were overcome by fear.
But Jesus came and touched them, saying, “Get up and do not be afraid.” And when they
looked up, they saw no one except Jesus himself alone.

As they were coming down the mountain, Jesus ordered them, “Tell no one about the
vision until after the Son of Man has been raised from the dead.”

Reflection on Matthew 17: 1-9

On this Transfiguration Sunday, the Gospel passage is indeed about the Transfiguration, the
disciples’ vision of Jesus’ shining form, and the Father’s words about him. Peter, James, and
John, after seeing Jesus’ stunning, luminous appearance, and seeing him speak with Moses
and Elijah, hear these words: “This is my Son, the Beloved; with him | am well pleased; listen to
him!” The spare and economic use of the voice of the Father in the New Testament lends
emphasis when we do hear it, and centers on Jesus’ belovedness. It is his belovedness that
gives him authority, and it is his belovedness by the Father that he has come to share with all
of humanity.

With dazzling changes in Jesus’ appearance and a cloud filled with light that can somehow
overshadow everything, the voice of the Almighty God fills the air, speaking of Jesus’ divine



authority: “Listen to him.” Immediately, Jesus gives Peter, James, and John an opportunity to
heed the Father’s words; he gives a command: “Get up and do not be afraid.”
