Communion 
 

If you wish to receive Communion, please remain standing at your chair and Holy Communion will be brought 
to you. To receive, extend your arms as far as you are able and a priest will place Communion on your palm.  
You may then lower your mask and receive Communion. 
 

Spiritual Communion 
 

Spiritual Communion is an ancient practice of the church. St. Thomas Aquinas (b. 1225) once defined it as “an 
ardent desire to receive Jesus in the Most Holy Sacrament and in lovingly embracing Him as if we had actually 
received Him.” So even though those of you watching the worship service online cannot physically receive, you 
can still receive Christ spiritually.  
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People at home say:   Blessed Jesus, I believe that we are fed with the spiritual food of your 
Body and Blood. Since I cannot receive You sacramentally today, I now desire to receive you 
into my soul. Unite my heart with those of my community gathered to offer the sacrifice of 
thanksgiving and make us all one with you. May this spiritual communion strengthen my 
faith and grant me confidence in your loving care now and forever. Amen.
