ATLANTA — Top-
ranked defending national 
champion Georgia is far 
from assured of a return trip 
to the Southeastern Confer-
ence championship game.

With the SEC East making 
its biggest AP Top 25 power 
play since Florida’s Steve 
Spurrier and Tennessee’s 
Phillip Fulmer ruled the di-
vision 25 years ago, Georgia 
is facing a grueling series of 
games in the second half of 
the season.

Led by Georgia and No. 3 

Tennessee, the East Division 
boasts two of the top three 
teams in the country for 
the fi rst time since Sept. 2, 
1997. In that AP Top 25 poll, 
No. 2 Florida was one spot 
ahead of No. 3 Tennessee, 
the eventual SEC champion 
led by senior quarterback 
Peyton Manning.

Georgia and Florida were 
both in the top fi ve of the 
poll for one week in 2020, 
but at no other time since 
1997 have two teams from 
the East been ranked in the 
top three.

The East Division showed 
its renewed strength in 

winning two showdowns 
against ranked teams from 
the West last week.

Tennessee beat then-No. 
3 Alabama 52-49 and Ken-
tucky defeated then-No. 16 
Mississippi State 27-17. The 
Wildcats moved to No. 19 in 
this week’s poll.

The SEC has six teams in 
the Top 25, including three 
from the West — No. 6 Ala-
bama, No. 7 Mississippi and 
No. 24 Mississippi State.

The SEC could be in po-
sition to have as many as 
three teams in the four-team 
College Football Playoff.

For now at least, the East 

holds bragging rights in the 
league.

“By no means do you see 
the West slipping, but you 
certainly see the East com-
ing back around, for sure,” 
South Carolina coach Shane 
Beamer said.

“There’s great programs, 
there’s traditional programs 
that have a lot of pride as 
well. There are programs 
continuing to get better. To 
me, it’s just one of those that

RIDGELAND, S.C. — Rory 
McIlroy has reached the top of 
the world ranking eight times, 
and it’s still not enough. Even if 
the feeling is nothing new, the 
reward never gets old.

McIlroy defends his title this 
week in the CJ Cup — which 
has moved from high above 
the Las Vegas Strip to the 
lowlands of South Carolina — 
with a mathematical chance to 
reach No. 1 in the world for the 
ninth time.

“It sort of illustrates you can 
have your runs and you can stay 
there, but I think the cool part is 
the journey getting back there,” 
McIlroy said Wednesday. “It’s 
sort of like a heavyweight box-
er losing a world title, and it’s a 
journey to get that title back.”

A year ago, McIlroy was No. 
14 in the world when he raced 
by the fi eld in Las Vegas to win 
the CJ Cup at The Summit. He 
is a two-time winner this year, 
the FedEx Cup champion and 
has fi ve straight top-10 fi nishes 
coming into this week.

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you out pretty quick.”
Georgia (7-0, 4-0 SEC) is 

off this week before play-
ing Florida on Oct. 29. The 
annual neutral-site game 
in Jacksonville, Florida, is 
never easy, and the Gators 
also have been ranked this 
season.

Georgia must play three 
consecutive games against 
current Top 25 teams after 
the Florida game: Tennes-
see on Nov. 5, at Mississip-
pi State on Nov. 12 and at 
Kentucky on Nov 19.

Coach Kirby Smart knows 
his Bulldogs must take ad-
vantage of their off week.

“I’m not looking down 
at that run because if you 
start looking at that run you 
get caught up,” Smart said 
after Saturday’s 55-0 rout of 
Vanderbilt.

“I’m looking solely at one 
thing. It’s not Florida. It’s 
not anybody else. It’s us. 
I’m going to dig, chew and 
claw to get every player on 
our roster better because one 
of those guys is going to be 
counted on to make a play in 
a tough game.”

Three of the opponents 
in the four-game stretch are 
from the East.

By beating Alabama, the 
Vols did more than show 
they can compete with Geor-
gia in the East. With their 
fourth win over a ranked 
opponent, Tennessee gained 
support to move past Geor-
gia for the No. 1 spot in the 
Top 25. The Vols received 
15 fi rst-place votes, their 
most since 1999.

Tennessee (6-0, 3-0) has 
proved it deserves to be in-
cluded in the discussion of 
championship contenders.

shaved nearly half a minute off that time in 
just fi ve days.

“For Maggie, it’s the culmination of fi nal-
ly getting the miles in,” Brown said. “She 
wasn’t able to run all summer, she couldn’t 
train all summer. She didn’t train with us un-
til, I want to say, August 5. So she does not 
have any miles, but she’s still down to 21, so 
we’re super happy.”

Frederica also saw Daniel McHugh im-
prove upon his time from last Thursday, 
dropping 10 seconds to post a personal best of 
19:06 in the Region 2-3A Meet, which earned 
him seventh overall in the boys race.

Brown believes the key to running the best 
times at the end of the season has been the 
workouts the team has completed.

“I think logging the mileage, and then re-
sponding to the faster workouts that we’re 
doing right now,” Brown said. “Our pattern is 
to hit shorter, faster workouts here at the end, 

and then we’ll taper going into state.
“But mainly it’s the week-to-week total 

milage, and we’re fi nally seeing it pay off. 
It took a while for it to gel, for the boys in 
particular, but we’re logging the miles each 
time out.”

As a team, the Frederica boys fi nished sec-
ond to Westminster, which had each of the 
top six fi nishers in the race.

Max Byrd placed ninth with a time of 
19:55, Noah Falken was 10th at 20:01, and 
Elijah Howerton fi nished 11th in 20:10. Jacob 
Leonard rounded out Frederica’s top 5 at 18th 
overall with a time of 22:17.

Trey Walbridge (26th; 26:00) and Jack 
Alston (31st; 28:57) also competed for 
Frederica.

“I wanted the boys to run more as a group 
early on because they’re kind of bunched up 
in terms of their overall times,” Brown said. 
“So it was really helpful for me to get them to 
run as a group, and work together as a group 
for most the race.”

With the region meet in the books, next up 
for Frederica Academy is the GIAA State 
Meet in Macon on Oct. 28.

He will need some help 
at Congaree Golf Club. Ac-
cording to “Nosferatu,” the 
Twitter handle of a world 
ranking guru, McIlroy can 
reach No. 1 by winning 
the CJ Cup as long as top-
ranked Scottie Scheffl er 
doesn’t fi nish in a two-way 
tie for second or better, or 
by fi nishing alone in second 
provided Scheffl er fi nishes 
out of the top 34.

Motivation is not lack-
ing for McIlroy, even at 
the end of a long year and 
with only two tournaments 
left. There is the chance to 
reach No. 1 again, and he 
leads the DP World Tour 
points race in Europe.

Scheffl er won the PGA 
Tour player of the year and 
was poised to claim the Fe-
dEx Cup until McIlroy ral-
lied on the last day. He had 
the best year in golf, even 
if it feels like the best stuff 
was a long time ago.

Scheffl er fi rst reached 
No. 1 in the world by win-
ning the Dell Match Play in 
Texas, his third victory in 

fi ve starts, and then he end-
ed his big run by winning 
the Masters. The rest of the 
year wasn’t a dud, by any 
stretch. He lost in a playoff 
at Colonial and came with-
in one putt of a playoff at 
the U.S. Open.

Scheffl er needed time to 
relax, even though mind 
never strays to far from golf. 
That was particularly true 
this time.

“I’m very competitive 
and I was frustrated with 
how last season ended. I re-
ally want to win the FedEx 
Cup. So for me, it was kind 
of harder to check out this 
time of year,” he said.

He already made one 
big change with his putter. 
Scheffl er said he was strug-
gling to line up his putts 
toward the end of the year. 
He grabbed a mallet-style 
putter that he used in his 
junior amateur years and 
something clicked.

“I fooled around with that 
model, fi gured out what I 
liked and didn’t like and I 
talked to the guys at Title-
ist and they were able to get 
a putter to me in like a day 
from California,” he said. “I 
feel like I’m more consis-
tent with it.”

The fi eld features 15 of 
the top 20 players in the 
world, most of them seeing 
the course for the fi rst time. 
Congaree also fi lled in for 
the Canadian Open, can-
celed last year because of 
travel restrictions from the 
COVID-19 pandemic.

The CJ Cup was still un-
certain how travel would be 
to South Korea, so it decid-
ed in June to play another 
year in the United States. 
It was in Las Vegas the last 
two years.

Among those in the fi eld 
last year was Tom Kim. Now 
the 20-year-old is back with 
some star power behind him, 
two PGA Tour victories in 
his last fi ve starts, a spark at 
the Presidents Cup and the 
No. 15 spot in the rankings.

“The rise that Tom’s been 
on over the last few months 
has been incredible,” McIl-
roy said.

Kim was in the press cen-
ter as McIlroy was speaking.

“Rory, I have a question 
for you,” Kim said. “What’s 
it like having so much suc-
cess as a young player?”

McIlroy laughed and 
replied, “I didn’t have as 
much success as you’re hav-
ing at such a young age.”
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
