You don't want to miss a thing, so walking and standing for
longer periods of time (2-3 hours) isn't a big deal. A moderately paced two-
and-a-half-hour walking tour, covering several miles, hills, and uneven
surfaces, is no problem for you.

Collette also regrets that it cannot provide individual assistance to a tour member with
special needs for walking, dining, or other special personal needs. Itis strongly
recommended that persons requiring assistance be accompanied by a companion who is
capable and totally responsible for the assistance.
