7/31 - You will start the day with breakfast and then 
a drive to Maasai Mara for lunch at Sarova Mara 
Camp and then a game drive in the Maasai Mara 
Game Reserve.  In the evening you will enjoy another 
game drive.  This reserve is Kenya's finest wildlife 
reserve.  Wildlife is abundant and the gentle rolling 
grasslands ensure that the animals are never out of 
sight.  The climate is mild, rarely too hot and well-
spread rainfall year round.  Over 450 species have 
been recorded in the reserve, including 57 birds of 
prey.  July- October is the migration of the great 
wildebeest which will provide you with a truly 
unbelievable experience. Hotel: Sarova Mara 
CampAfter breakfast, you will drive to Maasai Mara 
Game Reserve where you will enjoy lunch.  This 
afternoon you will go on a game drive.  Dinner will 
be at the resort.  Hotel: Sarova Mara Camp

8/1 - The group will take picnic lunches for a full day 
game drive in Maasai Mara Game Reserve. One of the 
highlights of the day will be the river crossing area 
during migration.  Hotel: Sarova Mara Camp

8/3 -You will have breakfast at the resort and then drive 
to Lake Nakuru, where you will enjoy lunch at the 
Sarova Lionhill Lodge. After lunch you will get into the 
safari vehicles for a game drive in Lake Nakuru National 
Park, a Unesco World Heritage Site.  The park and lake 
are best known for the tens of thousands of flamingos 
which enjoy the alkaline lake.  The park is also home to 
the largest collections of rhinos in Kenya, 70 white 
rhinos and 25 eastern black rhinos as well as lions, 
cheetahs, leopards, and hyenas.  Hotel: Sarova Lionhill 
Lodge 

8/2- The group will take picnic lunches for a full day 
game drive in Maasai Mara Game Reserve. One of the 
highlights of the day will be the river crossing area 
during migration.  Hotel: Sarova Mara Camp

8/4-This morning there is an optional hot air balloon 
safari game drive followed by breakfast at the lodge.  
You will have some free time before lunch before 
departing on an afternoon game drive before dinner at 
the lodge.  Hotel: Sarova Lionhill Lodge

The 
wetland surrounding this lake supports Kenya's 
large flower industry, hundreds of millions of dollars 
worth of cut flowers are exported to the European 
Union.  We end the day with a drive to Nairobi.

8/6- We begin today with a game drive in Nairobi 
National Park.  In the park,  you will see an amazing 
variety and number of animals; black rhinos, lions, 
leopards, cheetahs, hyenas, buffalo's, giraffes, zebras, 
and wildebeest, as well as countless species of wild 
birds.  After lunch we will visit the Giraffe center to 
learn about the care and  preservation efforts of 
these elegant animals and the fascinating Kazuri 
beads market.   Dinner tonight will be at the famous 
Carnivore Restaurant.  Hotel: Double Tree by 
Hilton, Nairobi (day room)

8/7- We will take an early morning flight home.
