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General Instructions  

The NPSIS Title I Education Survey is open for the 2022-23 school year.  

Sections 1117(a)(4)(C) and 8501(a)(4)(C) of the federal Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA) requires that each State 

educational agency shall provide eligible children attending private elementary and secondary schools, their teachers, 

and their families with Title I services or other benefits that are equitable to those provided to eligible public-school 

children, their teachers, and their families. These services must be developed in consultation with officials of the private 

schools. The Title I services provided by the LEA for private school participants are designed to meet their educational 

needs and supplement the educational services provided by the private school. In New York City, the Office of Non-

Public Schools are responsible for this aspect of the law. Management of student eligibility is completed in the 

Nonpublic School Student Information System (NPSIS).  

Within NPSIS, nonpublic school officials enter nominating criteria for students enrolled in grade levels 0K-12 who reside 

in New York City’s five boroughs. Students determined to be Title I eligible may participate in Title I instruction via direct 

instruction or the NPS Virtual Learning System (VLS). Teachers of participating Title I students are eligible to participate 

in Title I professional development. 

The NPSIS Title I Education Survey supports the identification of students eligible to receive services under Title I. 

Once the survey is opened, schools will have the ability to nominate all Title I eligible students.  

General Instructions 

To ensure students are properly identified to participate in Title I services, schools should confirm the following steps 

before accessing the survey:  

1. School BEDS Code Confirmation: On the NPSIS School Info page, confirm the school’s NYS Education 

Department (NYSED) BEDS code reflects what the active BEDS code on the NYSED SEDREF portal 

(http://portal.nysed.gov/SEDREF). Make any corrections on the NPSIS ‘School Information’ page.  

 

2. Confirm the accuracy of student information for SY 2022-2023:  

• Promotion: NPSIS will promote any student currently enrolled in grade levels 0K-11 will be promoted 

to their future grade level if they are attending the same school in fall of the following school year 

(matriculated to the next grade) in mid-July for the next school year. Student nominations for the 

upcoming school year will reflect the promoted grade level. Schools should always check their 

students grade level after promotion.   

• Data Review: For all students, schools should review and confirm the student’s NYSED Student ID 

(NYSSIS ID), residential address, and grade level is updated for the student for the current school year 

on the ‘Student Roster’ page. Confirm residential address is accurate and verified. Make updates on 

the Individual Student Info page. “Validate” residential addresses for any student residing in NYC 

(Bronx, Brooklyn, Queens, Manhattan, Staten Island)– the address validation status will appear on the 

School Roster screen as well as the NPSIS Address Verification report. 

 

3. Update MLL/ELL Students: Students nominated for English Language Learner – Multilingual Language 

Learner (ELL/MLL– formerly ESL) services have a completed Home Language Questionnaire (HLQ) indicating 

the student as limited English proficient and an eligible ELA/Reading test score or School Based Assessment 

(SBA).

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• Students in grade levels 0K – 12 nominated for Title III must have a signed Home Language 

Questionnaire (HLQ) on file and an eligible ELA/Reading test score or School Based Assessment.  

• To enable the entry of Title III student nomination, the nonpublic school principal must indicate the 

HLQ is on file by entering a check mark in the box on the nomination screen by each student’s name.  

• Please collect completed Home Language Questionnaire (HLQ). Keep the copy of the survey on file. 

The HLQ in English may be downloaded here. The HLQ may be found in other languages on the 

NYSED website.  

 

Title I Student Nomination Process 

1. To get started, locate the on the “Student Info/Surveys” menu option found on the navigation menu. Once the 

menu is expanded, locate, and select “Title I Educational Survey” 

2. Select the grade of the student for whom you want to enter data. Appropriately fill in the information requested 

on the survey page form by selecting the students you would like to nominate for the survey. Ten-students will 

appear on the screen at a time.  

3. Nominate only students who need Title I services. Student eligibility will be determined by their grade level and 

residential address. See above for more information.  

4. Students nominated for English Language Learner – Multilingual Language Learner (ELL/MLL– formerly ESL) 

services requires a completed Home Language Questionnaire (HLQ) indicating the student as limited English 

proficient. See above for more information.  

5. To save all information that has been entered, press the "Save" button at the bottom of the survey screen.  
a. Use the button labeled “Save and view Next 10 Students” to move to the next screen which will show a 

display of the next 10 students.  

b. Use the button labeled “Save and view Previous 10 Students” when it is necessary to review  

c. previously entered data and the screen will display the previously viewed 10 students. 

Schools are allowed to use the criteria below to nominate students for Title I eligibility.  Currently, a student could be 

nominated with a test and a score; or with a test without a score, pending their test results. However, scores must be 

entered before October 10/31/2022.  

Please note that if a school chooses to utilize the School Based Assessment option, they need to maintain those 

assessments at the school to be reviewed by the Office of Nonpublic Schools (ONPS) team during monitoring visits in 

the 2022/2023 school year. After October 31st any nominated student that does not have a current assessment score 

will no longer be eligible for Title I services.
