María Verónica San Martín
Memory and Landscape: Unveiling the Historical Truths of Chile is about the disappearance and murder of people in Chile during the dictatorship of Augusto Pinochet between 1973 and 1990. San Martín’s work engages the complicated political history of her native Chile through printmaking, installation, performance, and artist books. She believes that art has a civic, historic and political responsibility to reconstruct the story of the past in order to initiate social change.
When she carves a woodblock, she is carving into history, and when she makes an etching, the image disappears in the printmaking process and then reappears printed on paper, as a search for truth and reconciliation.
Dignidad is a 20-minute endurance-driven performance by San Martin with a kinetic metal sculpture. The performance features a musical composition based on archives of conversations recorded at Colonia Dignidad, the infamous Chilean settlement, founded in the 1960s by Nazi agents. The performance assembles and disassemble symbols of power while drawing attention to how those in power manipulate words and phrases, so that they become gendered, racist and/or classist. 
María Verónica San Martín is a Chilean born, New York-based multidisciplinary artist, scholar, and educator.  Her work explores the impacts in culture of history, memory, and trauma through archives, artist books, installations, sculptures, and performances. She is a Whitney Museum ISP fellow artist, board member at Brooklyn Art, and has exhibited nationally and internationally.​
San Martín teaches at Parsons, The New School, and the Center for Book Arts in New York.  She earned her BA in Graphic Design Major (High Distinction) at Finis Terrae University, Santiago, Chile; and her Diploma as Crossmedia expert (Graphic, web and video), at MAC Academy, Santiago, Chile. She then received an MA in Art & Book design, at Corcoran College of Art & Design, George Washington University, before pursuing independent study in the program at the Whitney Museum of American Art, NYC. Collections include: Museum of Memory and Human Rights, Chile; Centre Pompidou, Metropolitan Museum of Art, NY,  Walker Museum, Bibliothèque Kandinsky, Harvard University Art Library, Library of Congress, DC; Stanford University Libraries, Trinity College, CT; Yale University.
