MEALS FOR SCHOOL CHILDREN

IRVINGTON
Until further notice, meals for all students are free as per the National School Lunch 
Program.   One breakfast (campus only) and one lunch per student, per day.  Snacks 
and a la carte items will be charged and deducted from the student’s account balance.

TARRYTOWN
Remote & Hybrid Meal Distribution

Starting Sept 21st ONLY Mondays, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday, unless it’s a 4 day 
weekend, students who are remote only or hybrid students on the days they are not in 
the school building will be able to pick up lunch between 11:00 am and 11:45 am at 
Washington Irving, WL Morse or Sleepy Hollow Middle School.

Starting Sep 23rd every Wednesday unless it’s a 4 day week. Students who are remote 
only or hybrid students on the days they are not in the school building will be able to 
pick up lunch between 11:00 am and 1:00 pm at Washington Irving, WL Morse or 
Sleepy Hollow Middle School.  If we are on a fully remote instructional day, the lunch 
pick up will be between 11:00 am and 11:45 am at the same locations. The student or 
their parent/guardian can pick up the lunch, but in either case they will need to present 
the student’s laminated lunch ID.

COMMUNITY FOOD PANTRY OF SLEEPY HOLLOW & TARRYTOWN (also services 
Irvington) The pantry has seen a record breaking number of clients - 350 families (about 
1,400 people). Also, they are distributing food twice a month instead of once a month. 
Each regular distribution costs $6,000 & each emergency supplemental distribution 
costs $3,000. Food is available for people in need in Irvington, Tarrytown & Sleepy 
Hollow pantry distribution dates/times are listed below:
