As we prepare our tables, offering food and drink here and in our homes, we are
reminded that our personal offerings of time, talent, and treasure sustain the mission

of God’s church. Please continue to give as you are called and able.

You may be seated if you wish. Let us sing together:
Offertory Come To Us (Angrisano) (R; V1; R; V2; R; V3; R)
Preparation of the Gifts (during Offertory song)

Blessed are you, God of all creation. Through your goodness we have this bread and
wine to offer, which our sacred earth has given, and our open human hands have
made. It will become for us our life. All: Blessed be God forever.

By the mystery of this water and wine, we come to share in the divinity of Christ
who humbled himself in humanity. All: Blessed be God forever.

Oh God, wash away my fear and ambivalence...(washing of hands)
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Pray, my beloved siblings, that our sacrifice may be acceptable to God.

All: May God accept the sacrifice at your hands for the praise and glory of
God’s name, for our good, and the good of all God’s creation.

Jesus, you invite us to share this meal with you. As you invite us, you accept our
childish love, our deep love, our adolescent love, our failings and longings. By the
grace at this table and the Eucharistic grace in the world, we are here absorbing the
Light of the Good News, growing into adult love and BE-ing that Light in our world.
Grant us, O Christ, what these gifts of bread and wine signify: that shedding our
illusions, we open ourselves to You. All: Amen.

Eucharistic Prayer

Flowing from the Exquisite Love visible and invisible throughout the entire cosmos,
send your Holy Spirit upon these gifts of our planetary home. I invite you to stretch
out your hands over these gifts with me, and Cindy and avid. O Holiness Itself, make
these gifts of bread and wine ++holy, that they may become the Body and Blood of

Jesus our Christ.

On the night before he was betrayed and among friends, Jesus took bread, gave you
thanks and praise, broke the bread, and gave it to his disciples saying:

All: Take this, all of you, and eat it. This is my body, which will be given up for you.

When the supper was ended, he took the cup of wine.

Again he gave you thanks and praise, gave the cup to his disciples, and said:
All:Take this, all of you, and drink from it. This is the cup of my blood,

the blood of the new and everlasting covenant. It will be shed for you and for all.

Do this, in memory of me.

Let us proclaim the mystery of our faith:
Memorial Acc. (Mass of St MM)
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Mystery who calls us forward through Jesus our Christ, you have entrusted us with

this Passover meal, your covenant of Love.

Together then with your servants of the Ecumenical Catholic Communion, and
people of every faith and no faith, we remember that your love is our salvation not
our possession. May the Holy Spirit convert us from the pattern of this passing world,

and conform us to the pattern of Christ.

We remember, all those who have died ... and welcome them into your all-embracing

love.
