A reading from Paul's Letter to the Romans

    We who are mature in faith ought to understand and be

patient with the stumbling of those with a fledgling faith. Each

of us should bring joy to our neighbors for their good, to build

them up. Jesus did not live for personal satisfaction but, as it is

written: “The insults of those who insult you have fallen on me.”

For everything in the Scriptures is written for our instruction.

With endurance, and Scriptural encouragement, we have hope.

May the God of endurance and encouragement grant you to

live with one another in harmony, in the spirit of Christ Jesus,

that you might glorify God with one voice.

Welcome one another, therefore, just as Christ Jesus has

welcomed you. Do this for the glory of God. Jesus became a

servant to his own, the Judean people, so as to confirm the truth

of God's promises given to their ancestors. Jesus also became a
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servant to the Gentiles, so that all might glorify God; for God

loves all. Scripture reminds us that God has always welcomed

all: “Rejoice, O Gentiles, with God's people”;

and again, Isaiah says,   “The root of Jesse will sprout;

A child will rise up and call forth all peoples.

That one will come; and in this Expected One the Gentiles shall hope.”

In the same way, with the cup, after supper, Jesus

said, “This cup is the new covenant in my blood, poured

out for you. But see, the hand of the one who is going to

betray me is at this table with me. The Chosen One will

go as it has been determined, but woe to the person by

whom the Chosen One will be betrayed!” They began to ask one another which of 

them it might be who would do this.

Then an argument broke out among them about which of them would be regarded 

as the greatest. Jesus said to them, “Earthly rulers lord it over their people, and 

those who exercise authority are addressed as

“Benefactors”. But this must not happen with you.

  No, the greatest among you should be like the least, and the

leader like the one who serves. For who is the greater: the

one who reclines at table or the one who serves? Surely it

is the one reclining at the table! But I am here among you as one who serves. You 

are among those who have stood by me in my trials.  I confer on you, just as my 

God conferred on me, a kin-dom, so that you may eat and drink at my table in my 

kin-dom.”

Until that Reign comes in fullness, we commit ourselves to the way of Christ the 
Servant: to seek the lost, comfort the sorrowing, and love without counting the 
cost.

After the table is set. Preparation of the gifts
 (said silently during Offertory Song)

Blessed are You, God of all creation. Through your goodness we have this bread to 

offer, which earth has given and human hands have made. It will become for us the 

Bread of Life.     All: Blessed be God forever.

Blessed are you, God of all creation. Through your goodness we have this wine to 

offer, fruit of the vine and work of human hands. It will become our spiritual drink.   

All: Blessed be God forever.

By the mystery of this water and wine +, may we share in the divinity of Christ, 

who humbled himself to share in our humanity.     

All: Blessed be God forever.
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Creator God, we ask you to receive us and to be pleased with the sacrifice we 

offer you with humble and contrite hearts. 

Mother Alice washing hands
O God, wash away my inquity and ambivalence. Cleanse me from my sin.

Mother Alice:  With arms raised   Pray, my beloved siblings, that our sacrifice 
may be acceptable to God.

All: May God accept the sacrifice at your hands for the praise and glory of 

God’s name, for our good and the good of all creation.

Mother Alice:  Jesus, you invite us to share this table with you. Calling us, you 

fill us to overflowing again and again. By the grace at this table, may we learn 

to be servants with you.

Grant us, O Christ, what these gifts of bread and wine signify: 

that our lives pour out as your life self-empties into us, 

until finally we are filled only with you.      All: Amen

Eucharistic Prayer
P:  Christ is with you.    All: And also with you.

P. Lift up your hearts.    All:  We lift them up to God.
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P. Let us give thanks to God. All: It is right to give God thanks and praise.

It is indeed right, for you created us and all worlds. We and all creation live and 
expand because of you. Your incarnation shows us your desire for us. 

All that is spectacular, all that is plain, have their origin in you; all that is lovely, 
all who are loving, point to you as fulfillment. 

And grateful as we are for the world we know, and the universe beyond our 
understanding, we particularly praise you for coming to earth and entering time in 
Jesus.

For the life of Jesus informs our living --
his complassion which contradicts our prejudices and generalities, 
his disturbing presence,   his innocent suffering, 
his fearless dying, his rising to life-breathing compassion and forgiveness --
so we praise you, eternal God and worship the Christ.
And so we joyfully join our voices with the song of the entire Cosmos:

 Holy, Holy, Holy        (Mass of A Joyful Heart)
Extend arms

Flowing from the Love visible to and invisible in all creation, send your Holy 

Spirit upon us and upon these gifts of bread and wine. Bless them + and make 

them holy that they may become the living sign of Christ’s enduring Love. 

Here too our gratitude rises, for the promise of the Holy Spirit who attracts us to 

you and fills us with your teachings. 

Together, we, the Body of Christ, gathered in all locations, remember what Jesus 

did at table and in life. 

Who, on the night before he was betrayed, and among friends gathered round a 
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table, He took bread and gave you thanks.  He broke the bread, 

gave it to his disciples, and said:

All: Take this all of you, and eat it: This is my Body which will be given up for 

you.

Mother Alice   When supper was ended, he took the cup, 

again he gave you thanks and, handing the cup to his disciples, said:

All: Take this, all of you, and drink from it:

This is the cup of my Blood,  the Blood of the new and everlasting covenant.  It 

will be shed for you and for all so that sins may be forgiven.  Do this in 

memory of me.

Mother Alice  Let us proclaim the mystery of our faith. 

Memorial Acclamation   When we eat this bread and drink this cup, we 
proclaim your death, O God, until You come Again... (Mass of A Joyful Heart)

Mother Alice: Extend arms   Loving Divinity, Compassionate Mystery, we 

celebrate the life, death, and resurrection of Jesus our Christ, and all that Christ 

continues to do. Together with all your servants, people of every faith, may we 

become what you long for us to be: your anointed ones, co-healers of our world .  

Remember, O Loving God, all those who have died. 

May we praise you in unison with them, giving glory to God.

      Setting our wisdom, our own wills, our words aside, emptying our hearts and 

bringing nothing in our hands, we yearn to be one in the Love Christ offers us, and 
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to do the work Christ asks of us.

Continue to guide us as one Body of Christ, serving our creation and proclaiming 

your Word through our actions.  May your Holy Spirit rest in us, converting us 

from the pattern of this passing world and conforming us to the pattern of Christ 

whose divinity we share.
