In Committee:
House Judiciary will hear HB-1062 (penalty for theft of firearms), HB-1140 (disclosing information to immigration authorities), and HB-1142 (increase criminal penalty for failure to exit premises).  The sponsor of the anti-immigrant HB-1140 will be asking the committee to kill (PI) his bill without any testimony.  This is the legislative equivalent to a dismissal, and this type of victory comes when there is no path forward for the bill.  Big thanks to those members who are working against anti-immigrant measures like these, and we look forward to your testimony next week against SB-047.
