

GOOD NEWS: A 2018 study* showed that among adults hospitalized with flu, vaccinated patients were 59% less likely to be admitted to the ICU than those who had not been vaccinated. Among adults in the ICU with flu, vaccinated patients on average spent four fewer days in the hospital than those who were not vaccinated.

1. ANNUAL INFLUENZA VACCINATION IS A CONDITION OF EMPLOYMENT FOR ALL CHCS ASSOCIATES.
a. DEADLINE TO RECEIVE AN INFLUENZA VACCINE IS OCTOBER 31, 2024.
2. ASSOCIATES ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR COMPLETING THE FLU SHOT CONSENT & ANNUAL HEALTH ASSESSMENT PRIOR TO RECEIVING THE VACCINE.  
a. CURRENT VIS DOCUMENTS WILL BE AVAILABLE AT EACH CLINIC. FLU SHOT CONSENT & ANNUAL HEALTH ASSESSMENT FORMS CAN BE LOCATED IN POWER DMS.
3. ASSOCIATES ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR ATTENDING ONE OF THE ABOVE VACCINATION CLINICS, OR AN ASSOCIATE CAN CONTACT EMPLOYEE HEALTH TO SCHEDULE A VACCINE APPOINTMENT
a. AN ASSOCIATE CAN PROVIDE DOCUMENTATION OF INFLUENZA VACCINATION TO EMPLOYEE HEALTH RECEIVED OUTSIDE OF CHCS.
IMPORTANT REMINDERS, CONT.: 

4. DEADLINE TO SUBMIT AN INFLUENZA VACCINATION EXEMPTION IS OCTOBER 14, 2024.  CHCS WILL CONSIDER SINCERELY HELD RELIGIOUS BELIEF EXEMPTIONS AND MEDICAL EXEMPTIONS.  
a. CHCS ADMINISTRATION AND EMPLOYEE HEALTH WILL REVIEW EXEMPTIONS (MEDICAL AND RELIGIOUS) AND THE SUPPORTING DOCUMENTATION PROVIDED BY THE ASSOCIATE.  ASSOCIATES ARE REQUIRED TO PROVIDE SUPPORTING DOCUMENTATION AS DESCRIBED ON THE EXEMPTION FORMS.  EXEMPTION FORMS CAN BE LOCATED IN POWER DMS.
b. ALL ASSOCIATES WITH APPROVED RELIGIOUS OR MEDICAL EXEMPTION FOR THE 2024-2025 INFLUENZA VACCINE WILL BE REQUIRED TO FOLLOW ACCOMMODATIONS WHICH INCLUDE WEARING A FACE MASK WHILE AT WORK AND REPORTING TO THEIR MANAGER IF THEY ARE SICK FOR THE INFLUENZA SEASON (11-01-24 TO 03-31-25).    

5. CLINICS WILL BE HELD IF VACCINE SHIPMENTS ARRIVE AS SCHEDULED.  IF AN UNEXPECTED DELAY HAPPENS THEN EMPLOYEE HEALTH WILL SEND OUT NOTIFICATIONS AND RE-SCHEDULE THE CLINIC FOR ANOTHER DATE.

6. VACCINATION CLINICS ARE FIRST COME, FIRST SERVED.

7. HELP PREVENT THE SPREAD OF COVID-19 BY SOCIAL DISTANCING (REMAINING AT LEAST SIX FEET APART) WHILE WAITING FOR YOUR SHOT.

8. FLU VACCINES AND COVID-19 VACCINES CAN BE ADMINISTERED TOGETHER.  SEPTEMBER AND OCTOBER ARE GOOD TIMES TO BE VACCINATED, AND EVERYONE SHOULD BE VACCINATED BY THE END OF OCTOBER, PER CDC RECOMMENDATIONS.
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GOOD NEWS:  A 2022 study** showed that flu vaccination reduced children’s risk of severe life-threatening influenza by 75%.
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
