• Label	files	with	artist	name,	title,	date	and	size		
• A	maximum	of	two	works	per	artist	will	be	accepted		
• Work	submitted	in	past	art	exhibits	are	not	eligible	
• Work	must	be	complete	and	display	ready		
• Work	smaller	than	30”	x	30”	will	be	given	priority
