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Community Event Sponsorship Grant (2015-2016)
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FUNDING GUIDELINES & ELIGIBILITY

First 5 San Joaquin (F5SJ) has set aside funds for fiscal year 2015-2016 to sponsor events in collaboration with agencies, to assist in achieving the priorities established in the F5SJ Strategic Plan 2015-2018.  F5SJ will sponsor up to one (1) event per agency per fiscal year (July 1, 2015 – June 30, 2016). Event sponsorship is provided up to $1,000 per event.  Sponsorships will be awarded until the current fiscal year’s budgeted sponsorship funds are depleted.   F5SJ will evaluate requests based on the event’s potential to meet F5SJ goals and priorities stated below.  A request for sponsorship does not guarantee award of funding. 

SPONSORSHIP GOALS

Sponsored community events must align with one or more of the Goal Areas identified in F5SJ’s Strategic Plan 2015-2018.  A full copy of the Strategic Plan may be accessed at www.sjckids.org. 
1) To Enhance Early Learning
2) To Improve Child Health
3) To Strengthen Family and Community Support and Partnership

ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS
The following organizations are eligible to apply:  community-based organizations, public and private agencies, and faith-based organizations.  Individuals are not eligible to apply.  (A W-9 Request for Taxpayer Identification and Certification form will be requested.)  Applicants funded under a previous year’s Community Event Sponsorships are eligible to apply again if they remain in good standing (i.e. funding requirements were met).  Applicants not considered in good standing may be denied funding.

Applications must be submitted at least 30 days prior to the event date.  Applications are accepted on an ongoing basis from July 1, 2015 – May 30, 2016, or until funds are no longer available.  Early submission is strongly recommended.  If you have additional questions, please call (209) 953-5437 or email to: sjckids@sjgov.org. 


Sponsored Community Events must meet the event criteria described below.  Event must support activities that increase the inclusion of children 0-5 and their families in community events that are free and open to the public. The event may be solely focused on young children or part of an event with a larger community focus as long as it includes a focus on young children (0-5).  Examples include (please note these are examples, not an exclusive list):  health promotion events, cultural enrichment events that promote family bonding, events that promote early literacy, etc.
Qualified events will do the following:
· Meet one or more Goal Areas in the F5SJ Strategic Plan (noted above)
· Primarily target families with children 0-5 or professionals working with families with young children in San Joaquin County  
· Provide educational and developmentally appropriate activities for children 0-5, if event is child-targeted
· Be free and open to the public
· Be a one-time event rather than an ongoing activity
· Be educational in purpose (e.g. dinners and entertainment-focused events will not meet this requirement)
· Be designated as a “smoke-free” event
· Provide healthy food and drink options for participants, if First 5 funds will be used for food purchases
· Take place in San Joaquin County 
The following events will not qualify for sponsorship:
· Events that do not specifically address the needs of children ages 0-5 and their families
· Events that serve as fundraisers 
· Events that are part of a F5SJ funded agency’s regular Scope of Work
· Events that conflict with the values and vision of F5SJ (as determined by F5SJ)
· Events that promote a religious purpose
· Events designated for political activity or to elect candidates for public office

Level 1:  If the event attracts between 500 – 999 attendees, applicants may apply for $750 in sponsorship funds.

Level 2:  If the event attracts 1,000 or more attendees, applicants may apply for $1,000 in sponsorship funds.

The above amounts must be demonstrated by the prior year’s attendance. 


Examples of allowable uses of sponsorship funds include: 

· Materials and Supplies (for young children ages 0-5) 
· Healthy snacks/refreshments (emphasis placed on consumption of fruit/vegetables and water)
· Material duplication/printing

· Event advertising

· Facility costs (i.e. equipment rental such as shade tents, tables, chairs, etc.)

Sponsored events/activities must adhere to the following marketing/branding guidelines:
· Identify F5SJ sponsorship in all promotional material by using the approved F5SJ logo or our name (First 5 San Joaquin).  
· Distribute the First 5 Kit for New Parents to expectant or new parents, if event is parent-focused.  The Kit is a free resource containing information on nutrition, safety, quality child care, health, discipline and early learning.  A Kit for New Parents Order Form is available for download at www.sjckids.org (see “Other Reports and Material” page).

· Incorporate F5SJ Special Topic Messaging resources/materials into event activities.  F5SJ messaging materials can be accessed at www.sjckids.org. 
Please note that additional F5SJ print materials are available for distribution upon request (i.e. brochures, fact sheets, bags, etc.).  Use of these materials is optional.  A Material Request Form will be provided, if approved for funding.

All sponsorship recipients will be required to complete and submit a Post Event Survey via SurveyMonkey® (an online survey tool).  The survey will be due within thirty (30) days after the event.  The Post Event Survey will help measure the impact of sponsored community outreach events and activities.   The Post Event Survey web link will be provided to approved applicants.
