SB 484, HB 1007, SB 1118 – Transparency, Grid Load & Water Demand Concerns Dear Senator/Representative [Last Name],
I am writing regarding SB 484, HB 1007, and SB 1118, which provide public records exemptions for plans and intentions related to AI data center development.
Although SB 484 limits the exemption to 12 months, the community may still be unaware of the proposed location of a major data center during that period.
This is not a minor land-use issue.

AI data centers are:
· Among the most electricity-intensive facilities in modern development
· Significant consumers of water for cooling systems
· Potential drivers of grid infrastructure upgrades
· Industrial-scale projects with zoning and environmental implications
Shielding site plans from public disclosure prevents residents from engaging meaningfully in discussions about:
· Grid capacity and potential infrastructure expansion
· Water resource sustainability
· Aquifer protection
· Local land-use planning
· Environmental review timing

1. Do you support shielding proposed data center locations from public records?
2. How does this exemption serve the public interest when grid and water resources may be affected?
