When is the program? 
➢ During the school year, we offer after school hours Monday through Thursday, with 

weekend performance commitments  
➢ During the summer, we offer a day program Monday through Friday 

 

What time is the program? 
➢ During the school year, students arrive after school has dismissed and are picked up by 

guardians after their rehearsal commitment based on the day of the week and the 
ensemble in which they are placed  

➢ During the summer, our day program runs from 8:30-5:00 
 

Where does the program take place? 
➢ We are located at 2013 N. Market St in Wilmington 
➢ Some programming will held virtually during the COVID-19 pandemic

What is involved in an audition? 
➢ Potential students will participate in some singing led by the Choir School staff to 

confirm the  ability pitch matching and to get a sense of each singer’s vocal range. 
➢ Students are asked to sing a simple tune on their own. For example: “Row, Row, Row 

Your Boat” or “Mary Had a Little Lamb”
