Said to be one of only about a dozen churches along the Atlantic coast to survive unaltered from
America's pre-Revolutionary period, the church is known for its pristine interior and the fact that it has
never been plumbed, heated, electrified, or painted.

The church is open for services during the summer months and available for weddings.
It is also open for special events such as a Lessons and Carols service in December.
