where I have served for 27 years.

Here I am with Marius (rt.) whom I discipled in the years when he was
a theology student and [ was professor at Emanuel Univ. over 20 years
ago. We've remained very close for 25 years. Marius is married with 3 -
children, and has been faithfully serving as pastor in a spiritually challenging area in central Romania.

Toni came to know Christ through the ministry of
Marius and was baptized by him. Now [ have the
incredible joy to invest in Toni’'s life as he’s a
student of theology at Emanuel Univ. here in
Oradea. Toni has a tender heart for young men who
have not come to know Christ. Here is Toni with
Edy (rt.), a youth whom Toni is leading in The Way.
