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GO FISH! ANSWERING THE CALL TO DISCIPLESHIP

Ever feel like you’re just one 
person in a big, wide sea? Well, 
guess what? That’s exactly 
where Jesus wants you! 

This Sunday’s readings remind us that we are 
ALL called to be disciples—not just priests, not 
just those in parish leadership, but every single 
one of us. If you’ve been baptized, you’ve been 
commissioned! Jesus isn’t looking for perfect 
people—He’s looking for willing hearts. Just ask 
Isaiah, Paul or Peter, who all felt unworthy but  
were still sent on mission.

In today’s Gospel, Jesus tells Simon Peter to “put 
out into deep water and lower your nets for a catch” 
(Luke 5:4.) At first, Peter hesitates. He’s been 
fishing all night with no success, but he obeys. The 
result? An overwhelming catch! That’s how it works 
when we trust in Christ. He takes our small efforts 
and turns them into something incredible.

“they caught a great number 
of fish and their nets were 
tearing.” (Luke 5:6) 

And here’s the best part—this isn’t just for the 
clergy or parish staff. It’s for YOU. Yes, you! 
Whether you serve as a lector, sing in the choir, help 
with Summer Suppers or simply live out your faith 
at home or work, you are called to be a “fisher of 
men.” Ministries, devotions and parish fellowship 
activities all serve one purpose: to lead people to a 
relationship with Jesus. That’s the endgame.

The same goes for increasing participation in 
special liturgies or devotions. Love Eucharistic 
Adoration? Share what it means to you. Find peace 
in the Rosary? Tell someone how it’s helped you. 
Passionate about a particular ministry? Let people 
know why! Personal witness is something that 
simply can’t come from parish communications 
alone. The parish’s job is to create awareness of 
opportunities to encounter Christ, but it’s your 
testimony and invitation that makes the difference.

“whether it be I or they, so we 
preach and so you believed.”  
(1 Corinthians 15:11)

How do we do this? By sharing our stories. Tell 
people why your faith matters. Share how your 
relationship with Jesus strengthens you. Let others 
see the peace and joy you have because of Him. You 
don’t need a theology degree—just a willing heart 
and the courage to say, “Come and see.”

So this week, let’s take the bait and go fishing—not 
for trout, not for bass, but for souls! Cast your net 
wide and trust that Jesus will bring in the catch.

“Here I am,” I said; “send me!” 
(Isaiah 6:8)
