● We took a close look at  ​Kiddush​ Cups . We noticed that 7 were not silver of gold. 6 would break if they 
dropped. All have a round base. Just to name a few. Ask your child about other attributes we 
discovered. 

● We skyped with our buddies in Kfar Saba. It was amazing to see them all the way in Israel. We opened a 
package from them. Ask your child what they sent us. 

● We took a close look at ​hallah ​covers We noticed colors, gold and silver trim, and 7 species, just to 
name a few. Ask your child what they noticed.  

Ask your child what they wrote..to join the 
caravan or rest on Shabbat. Then ask why? Their answers were quite interesting!
