If you are new to quizzing here is a brief description of what it is about. Youth Bible Quizzing is a fun and competitive way to get youth to read and understand a different book or books of the bible each year. Last year we covered Hebrews and 1st & 2nd Peter. This year we will be quizzing on the book of Matthew.
Quizzing Schedule:
- September 19th, District Quiz @ Smithfield, Matthew 1-6
- October 17th, Quizfest @ College Church (Olivet), Matthew 1-9
- November 21th, District Quiz @ Rockford Samuelson Road, Matthew 1-13
- Dec 4th - Dec 5th, Saint Louis Top 10 Quiz, Matthew 1-16
- January 16th, District Quiz @ Pekin, Matthew 1-20
- February 20th, Sterling Invitational, Matthew 1-24
- March 20th, District Quiz @ Galesburg, All of Matthew
- May 14th–16th Field Celebrate Life

Our district has a total of 4 district quizzes which are all highlighted above, these quizzes start at 9 AM, so try to be on time. Quizfest and the Sterling Invitational and tournaments in our Olivet Region that we would encourage you to attend, most tournaments are reasonably priced and close. For Saint Louis and Celebrate Life we will determine by quizzers ranks who will have the privilege to go and represent our NWIL District at those quizzes.     

Cost- $25 per quizzer, this cost is to cover all the district quizzes that are every other month. The cost is due at the first quiz in September. Please make checks out to “NWIL NYI”. Cost for tournaments will very but are reasonable.

QUIZZING 2020 – 2021 GUIDELINES
As of right now the quizzing season will still go on as scheduled. We all want the youth to learn and get into the book of Matthew and for everyone to have fun, but we also want to be sure everyone stays safe and healthy. 
With that being said the following guidelines are to be followed:
· If you have any Covid-19 or flu symptoms, please stay home. 
· Keep away from hugging or shaking hand before and after each quizzing round
· We still want to encourage and cheer one another on but do so at a distance 
· Mask must be worn and try to keep a 6-foot distance from other teams while at the quiz
· While quizzing,
· 2 team quizzing:
· We will separate each team as far apart as the cords will reach
· 3 team quizzing:
· We will separate each team as far apart as the cords will reach
· For bonus’s one quizzer will stay in the room with the quiz master and the other quizzer will go into the hall with the content judge and give your answer. This way we can always keep our distance.
· If the hosting church wishes to provide lunch for the quizzers, coaches, and spectators, we request that you have volunteers to serve the food so that everyone is not touching the serving utensils

Tournaments are still up in the air on whether they will happen. I will keep you all updated as I get more information. 
I am working on quizzing alternatives also in case something happens where we can not have some of the quizzes for our District.
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
